Throughout his tenure; Homer was a teacher, coach, and counselor for Pyle

and Kaufman schools from [3aZ-1331:
In 130k, Coach Norville led Pyle High to the state championship final game.

When Kaufman and Pyle High ochools were integrated in the fall of 1367,
Coach Norville coached football for Kautman High School and went on to
become a quidance counselor, helping students plan for college and lite after
high school.

The Homer Norville Scholarship Fund remains an active way that Kautman |5D
employees participate in donating a portion of their salaries to future student
college expenses.

Homer Norville loved and enjoyed his family and spent much of his free time
serving on boards and committees of numerous organizations, and was an
active member of ot. Ann's Catholic Church.

He is remembered by all for his benevolent spirit, servant heart, and the
value of living a lite placing the good of community over self.

On March 8, 2021, the Kautman Board of Trustees and Administration renamed
this field in honor of his memory.
