When Kautman and Pyle High Schools were integrated in the fall of 1367,
Loach Norville coached football for Kautman High School and went on to
become a quidance counselor, helping students plan for college and lite after
high school.

Ihe Homer Norville Scholarship Fund remains an active way that Kautman [SD
employees participate in donating a portion of their salaries to future student
college expenses.

Homer Norville loved and enjoyed his tamily and spent much of his free time
Serving on boards and committees of numerous organizations, and was an
active member of ot.
